L’interrogatif : a question (=interrogative in English!)

There are 3 ways to ask a question in French:

1) Est-ce que
e Definition: an “est-ce que” question begins with the phrase « est-ce que ».
e Exemple : Est-ce que je peux aller aux toilettes? (Can I go to the bathroom?)
o Est-ce que je peux aller boire de I'eau? (Can | get a drink of water?)
2) Llinversion
e Definition: when using “I'inversion” to ask a question, you switch the order of the verb and
the subject (person who is doing the action).
e Exemple: Puis (verb)-je (subject) aller aux toilettes? (Can | go to the bathroom?)
o Aimes-tu les films? (Do you like movies?)
o Finissons-nous nos devoirs? (Shall we finish our homework?)
3) L’ intonation
e Definition: when asking a question, your voice would rise/go up at the end of the sentence.

e Exemple: Vous aimez les films d’horreur? -- emphasis on « horreur » (You like horror films?)

o On mange la pizza pour souper? -- emphasis on « souper » (Are we eating pizza for
supper?)
